(i)	 The Case of ANANIAS. [Acts 9].
•	 Given details about the whereabouts and current situation of Saul.
•	 This gift would help to verify the conversion of Saul.
 
(ii)	The Case Of PAUL And The Storm. [Acts 27].
•	 Revealed to Paul future details about the ship and its passengers 
	 and his trip to Rome.
 
(iii) The Case Of SIMEON. [Luke 2:25 ~ 35].
•	 Previously revealed to Simeon he wouldn’t see death until he’d 
	 seen the Messiah.
•	 Its revealed to him that the poor couple with the baby were the 
	 mother and Messiah.
