Humble Themselves
First ingredient: 7oz of TRUE HUMILITY.
Consider [Romans 12:3], [1 Peter 5:5/6], [Philippians 2:7/8].

And Pray

Second Ingredient: 4 fluid oz of PRAYER.

Prayer is the match that lights the fire of revival.

In previous revivals such was the case: the Ulster revival 1859,
the Lewis awakening 1950’s & Welsh revival in 1904.

What should we be praying for?

Repentance

Third ingredient: 5 heaped tablespoons of REPENTANCE.
